The cause of this discrimination disease 
which has become chronic for centuries in the United States, in other words, the humiliation-
based policy carried out solely due to a black skin, is the capitalist system which is against the 
human nature. When it is absurd to expect the disease to be cured from the source itself, it is 
also absurd to expect from capitalism to solve its own problem, which favours the rich and 
despises the poor and leaves them to die easily.
